In the last ten years, the EECA region has witnessed the
fastest growing HIV epidemic in the world, as well as high
rates of AIDS-related mortality. The vast majority of
people acquiring HIV are in the Russian Federation and
Ukraine, the two most populous countries in the region.
Most countries in EECA have been significantly scaling up
access to antiretroviral treatment. However, prevention is
still implemented at low levels, particularly among the
most vulnerable populations. Clinical, epidemiological,
operational science, and social sciences are needed now
more than ever to turn the tide.
